Collaborative Drug Therapy Management

S.3292 (LaValle)/A.6848 (Canestrari)

Key Talking Points

1.  CDTM will improve patient health.  Adverse drug reactions are the 4th leading cause of death in the United States.  CDTM has been shown to reduce medication error, improve patient outcomes and save money.  New Yorkers deserve more than just the status quo.  

2.
CDTM is not “revolutionary” its evolutionary and represents the state of the art in health care.  Forty-six states have adopted CDTM and it has been a long standing practice of the Veterans Health Administration.  NYS is losing pharmacists to other states due to the narrow scope of practice in NY.

This legislation has enormous support in both houses of the Legislature.  


Senate Bill 3292 is sponsored by Senators LaValle and Liz Krueger and has 17 additional co-sponsors.  The bill has been unanimously passed by the Senate for the past 4 years. 


Assembly Bill 6848 is sponsored by Majority Leader Canestrari and has 43 additional co-sponsors.  It has been favorably reported from the Assembly Higher Education committee in past sessions.    

4.  CDTM’s time has come.  The bill has been under consideration for many years, and the subject of extensive discussion, 
negotiation and amendments.
